ACTS SIXTEEN LISTENING GUIDE

“WHAT DO WE DO WHEN A DOOR CLOSES AND THE WAY IS UNCLEAR?”	

Paul’s team knows they are on a mission from God (13:1-4; 16:1-5).  They think they know the next step, but the doors keep closing (16:6-7).  Their response in Acts Chapter Sixteen informs us as to what to do when doors keep closing (16:8-10).
SIMULTANEOUSLY, KEEP (MOVING) AND BEGIN (WAITING).
I. Biblically, what does it mean to “Wait on the Lord (Isaiah 40:28-31)?”

A. We may not know what’s going on, but God does.  We may be perplexed, but God remains (POWERFUL), (PURPOSEFUL), & (PROVIDENTIAL.
B. So, “Wait on Tiptoe,” with (ANTICIPATION, (ASSURANCE), and Unshakeable (HOPE).

II. Our waiting is not wasted.
A. God grows our (CHARACTER).
B. He prepares us for His (ASSIGNMENT).
C. He gives us faithful (FRIENDS).

III. What do we keep doing while actively waiting on the Lord?
A. We stay focused on our (MISSION) (16:11-15).
B. We turn from worry to (WORSHIP) (16:16-35).
C. We think of (OTHERS) (16:36-40).
D. It all begins with (SURRENDER) (Mark 8:34-35).
“Wait for the Lord.  Be strong and take heart and wait for the Lord (Psalm 27:14).”
Closed doors can become open opportunities.
